DOT Post-Accident Testing Criteria
1. Fatality – always test
2. Driver receives a citation AND a vehicle is towed from the scene – always test
3. Driver receives a citation AND medical treatment is required away from the scene – always test

The driver must be driving a Commercial Motor Vehicle (CMV) when the accident occurs and it must have occurred on a public access road (i,e, does not include a lease road)

Even if a citation is issued to the driver, but there is not medical treatment away from the scene or a vehicle is not towed in addition to the citation, there would only be Non-DOT post-accident testing in accordance with the employer policy.
